Summary of Responsibilities: The New Mexico Museum of Space History is seeking a dynamic director to serve as the chief executive officer with overall responsibility for programs, personnel, budget, and community relations.  The director will continue the Museum’s development, growth, and daily operations as a Division of the New Mexico Department of Cultural Affairs.
	
The Museum, located in the scenic Tularosa basin, educates visitors about the history, science and technology of space emphasizing the significant role that the state of New Mexico has played in the development of the U.S. Space Program.  Facilities include the International Space Hall of Fame, the John P. Stapp Air & Space Park, the Clyde W. Tombaugh IMAX Theater and Planetarium and the Hubbard Space Science Library and Archives Building.

The Museum has recently been designated as the repository for artifacts from the newly established New Mexico “Spaceport America” and it is central to the recently created Ansari X-Prize activities.

The New Mexico Museum of Space History www.nmspacemuseum.org is a Division of the State of New Mexico Department of Cultural Affairs www.newmexicoculture.org.  This is a full time, exempt position within New Mexico State Government.  The Director reports to the Cabinet Secretary of the Department of Cultural Affairs and to the New Mexico Museum of Space History Commission.  EEO/AA.

Required Qualifications: The search committee desires applicants with a minimum of a Bachelor’s  Degree in a related area (advanced degree preferred) and can demonstrate at least five years of progressive responsibility in the museum field.  Knowledge of the aerospace industry and its history would be welcomed assets.  The search committee will select finalists who have strong management and leadership skills, are at ease in degree in a related area.  The candidate will be expected to be knowledgeable of accepted museum standards and best practice as outlined by the American Association of Museums.

In addition, the Museum will most benefit from candidates who can demonstrate a strong background in fundraising diverse social and cultural settings, and have superior written and verbal communication skills.
